Need for Doctors for the Health centre in Bukoba, Tanzania

Att. 1: Health Centre presentation in the city Bukoba of Tanzania.
To Whom it may concern:
We would like to take this opportunity to inform you of the non-governmental organization "KE.D.A.S - Center for International Solidarity and Cooperation” (hereinafter referred to as “KEDAS”).    It was founded in 1996 by a group of scientists, consisting mainly of doctors, and is currently based in Athens. KEDAS’s primary purpose is to provide medical care and educational assistance to the populace of developing countries, heavily investing in Africa at the moment.
We participate in several projects, ongoing as well as completed ones (hospitals, medical centers, schools). Amongst the completed projects, the successful restoration and subsequent operation of a hospital in the city Kampala of Uganda as well as the implementation of a new health center in Bukoba in Tanzania, are noteworthy. 
The Health Center in Bukoba (Att. 1) boasts technical integrity and autonomy and is one of the most modern health centers in the region, considering the conditions of the area. It is currently fully capable of meeting the needs it was initially designed for, and it consists of an outpatient department, several short treatment areas, a dental unit, a pharmacy as well as a laboratory unit capable of radiological, biochemical and hematological analysis. It is important to note that all of the aforementioned units are fully equipped with modern medical equipment. In compliance with safety regulations for the staff and the patients, a lightning rod, a voltage stabilizer, a power generator and pumps for pressurizing the water have been installed.
All of this work has been accomplished via excellent cooperation with the Archdiocese of Mwanza, who is the owner of the project. 

To this day, the hospital’s infrastructure is mainly utilized by medical doctors as part of missions organized by KEDAS, other international organizations, and permanent staff (doctors, nurses, administrative staff, etc.) in order to effect the continuous operation of the hospital. The permanent staffing of the hospital will also ensure the most efficient way of assisting the local populace and of utilizing the already installed and operational modern medical equipment.
We envisage a full integration into the national health system of Tanzania in close cooperation with the local community in order to capitalize on the hospital’s potential and deliver the best possible medical care to the region. 
Our current approach is to identify areas where the Bukoba hospital may operate in a complementary way to the medical services already provided by the state and other institutions, all the while acting in close cooperation with local authorities and other international organizations.
KEDAS’s final objective at this stage is to ensure future sustainability as well as long term continuity for the newly built Health Center, allowing the further expansion, development and ultimately the improvement of the provided services, development of innovative medical services (dental, ophthalmological, cardiac, training services etc) and dispatched medical missions with specialties.
To achieve this KEDAS is looking for:
General Practitioner or Pathologist to work at least 3 months in the field in order to:

· train the local staff (operational and medical issues)
· improve the provided services and develop new

· create a referral system and cooperation with other hospitals in the country

Dentist to work for at least 3 months in the field in order to:

· train the local staff (operational and medical issues)
· improve the provided services and develop new
The health centre is open Monday to Friday from 8 to 5. During the weekend outreach could be arranged in rural areas and schools.

Selection Procedure.

Candidates volunteers will be selected after being interviewed. During the interview, the professional capacity, experience, and motives of the candidate in offering his services to KEDAS will be assessed. Furthermore, composed thought, ability to communicate and cultivate interpersonal relationships and the team spirit are being considered and highly appreciated in the candidates.

Expenses which will be covered during the mission:

· Travel expenses to and from the place of the mission.

· Living expenses at the place of the mission, including living quarters, sustenance and transportation.

Insurance:

· The participants will be insured through a private insurance company.

· Covers the expense of hospital residence.

· Covers expenses of repatriation by air in case of medical emergency.

Compensation:

The compensation is dependent on his professional experience in the relevant field and the period that will agree to cooperate with KEDAS.

The compensation is deposits monthly in a Greek bank account.
